The Baptism of the Lord

Tomorrow, on the Feast of the Baptism of the Lord, reflect for a
moment on the following words from Blessed John Paul Il re-
garding the verse from the Gospel reading for this day, Mark 1:11,
“You are my beloved Son; with You | am well pleased”:

These words, recounted by the Evangelist Mark, bring us
straight to the heart of this feast of the Baptism of the Lord,
which closes the Christmas season. We commemorate the
manifestation of the mystery of Trinitarian love, which oc-
curred right at the beginning of the Messiah’s public activity.
On the Holy Night in Bethlehem, Jesus was born among us in
the poverty of a stable. On the day of Epiphany, the Magi ac-
knowledged Him as the long-awaited Messiah of the nations.
All our attention is focused on His person and mission. The
Father speaks to Him directly: “You are my beloved Son,” as
the heavens are opened and the Spirit descends on Him in the
form of a dove. The scene on the banks of the Jordan thus pre-
sents the solemn proclamation of Jesus as the Son of God.
And so His saving mission begins publicly.

The Baptism that the Lord receives takes place in the context
of John the Baptist’'s penitential preaching. The ritual act of

being immersed in water, offered by the Precursor, was an
outward sign of repentance for sins committed and of the de-
sire for spiritual renewal.

All this refers to the Christian sacrament of Baptism . . . Bap-
tism inserted us into God’s own life, making us His adopted
children in His only -begotten, “beloved Son.”
