Feast of the Presentation and Memorial of St. Blaisq

Jesus, the King of glory, yet like us in all things, comes
to His temple to be a light for all the nations.

This week the Church celebrates two liturgical rites that involve
candles.

The Feast of the Presentation of Our Lord is Thursday, February
ond, This Feast, originating in 4t century Jerusalem, came to be
celebrated in Rome by the middle of the 5t century under its Greek
title, which translated means “Feast of the Meeting.” The Cate-
chism explains:

The presentation of Jesus in the temple shows Him to be
the firstborn Son who belongs to the Lord. With Simeon and
Anna, all Israel awaits its encounter [that is, meeting] with
the Savior—the name given to this event in the Byzantine
tradition. Jesus is recognized as the long-expected Messiah,
the “light to the nations” and the “glory to Israel,” but also “a
sign that is spoken against.” The sword of sorrow predicted
for Mary announces Christ’s perfect and unique oblation on
the cross that will impart the salvation God had “prepared in
the presence of all peoples.” (CCC, 529)

Known popularly as “Candlemas” because of this revelation of the
Christ Child as the “light to the nations,” the Feast traditionally in-
cludes “blessing of candles.” I encourage attendance at our 8:30
am Mass on Thursday where we will bless candles brought from
home or purchased here. The Presentation of Our Lord formally
concludes the celebration of the Nativity, and the liturgy will now
point toward Easter.

On Friday, February 31, we commemorate St. Blaise, bishop
and martyr. St. Blaise was widely venerated in both the Eastern
and Western Churches due to many cures attributed to him. The
traditional celebration of the memorial of St. Blaise involves the
“blessing of throats” with two blessed candles held together with a
red ribbon and placed around the throat. We will perform a gen-
eral blessing of throats at all Masses next weekend, and individual
blessing of throats at the 8:30 am and 7:30 pm Masses on Friday.
