The Body and Blood of Christ 
     Today we celebrate the Solemnity of the Body and Blood of 
Christ.  In honor of this great feast, please join us for our Corpus 
Christi Procession after the 11:00 am Mass today.  See page 4 for 
more information.   
     As we observe this Solemnity, it is a good time to remind our-
selves of the outward signs of reverence given to Our Lord in the 
Most Blessed Sacrament.   

Reverential Attitude 
     Most important is our interior attitude or reverence.  This 
must be expressed exteriorly in the modesty and reverence of 
our actions.  As Catholics we believe that Christ, Our King, is truly 
present, Body, Blood, Soul and Divinity under the appearance of 
bread and wine.  Therefore, in the house of God, we come into the 
real presence of Our Lord in the Blessed Sacrament.   
     Upon entering and leaving the Church, we greet Our Lord in 
the tabernacle with a genuflection on one knee.  If we are un-
able, due to illness, to genuflect, then a bow from the waist would 
be appropriate.  A respectful silence before and during Mass 
allows others to pray and creates an atmosphere of reverential 
awe in the presence of Our Lord.  Maintaining this silence after 
Mass allows for a brief thanksgiving once the final hymn is com-
pleted.  As we approach Holy Communion, an outward sign, such 
as a bow of the head, is highly recommended and displays our 
inner faith in the real presence of Our Lord in the consecrated 
Host we are about to receive.  When receiving Communion in the 
hand, take extra care that the hands (don’t forget to check chil-
dren's) are clean.  Also, please remember to consume the Host in 
front of the priest or extraordinary minister of Holy Communion.   

Modest Attire 
     A special word about attire.  The way we dress should be a 
sign of respect for others, not a way of drawing attention to our-
selves.  Naturally, we want to look our best for our encounter with 
the person of Christ at the sacrifice of the Mass.  The arrival of the 
warm weather months merits special attention.  In the effort to 
keep cool and comfortable, we must remember that reverence for 
Our Eucharistic Lord must be the first priority.  Therefore, we 
should not wear shorts, halter-tops, low-cut shirts, flip-flops, mini
-skirts, tight fitting clothing or clothing that exposes the back or 
midriff to Mass or other sacred ceremonies.  While some of these 
items may be appropriate for picnics or other outdoor activities, 
they certainly are not appropriate for Church.  Let us give due 
honor and glory to God by showing our reverential love for Him 
and our respect for our fellow parishioners through our modest 
attire and good example as we worship in His presence. 

     All of these outward signs of reverence show our great love for 
Our Lord and for His gift of the Eucharist!

In many situations when people who are already living on the edge experience 
a serious long term illness, loss of a second part time job or a delayed child 
support payment they are suddenly without the income they so desperately 
counted on.  This is when they call us to assist with their rent, food, utility bills, 
car repairs, medical prescriptions or other requests. 
 
Without your continued generous donations we would not be able to help these 
families make it through their difficult time.  In the words of Jesus, “ . . . ‘Truly 
I say to you, to the extent that you did it to one of these brothers of Mine, the 
least of them, you did it to Me.’”
