Along with about 30 other di-
ocesan priest friends from throughout the country, I will spend 
my time in prayer, study and priestly fraternity, hopefully return-
ing refreshed and renewed to serve you better. This is a good re-
minder that we all need to continue to learn and grow in the voca-
tion that God has called us to and that we have chosen, marriage 
included.  Please be good while I am away as I leave Father Smith 
in charge. Be assured of my prayers for you and your family, and 
please remember to pray for me (and for Father Smith, too!). 

Feast of Our Lady of Mt. Carmel 
Saturday, July 16th is the Feast of Our Lady of Mt. 
Carmel.  This reminds us of Our Lady’s connection 
to the wearing of the Brown Scapular, a rich pre-
sent brought down from heaven by Our Lady her-
self.  “Wear it devoutly and perseveringly,” she 
says.  “It is my garment.  To be clothed in it means 

you are continually thinking of me, and I, in turn, am always 
thinking of you and helping you to secure eternal life” (to St. 
Simon Stock, a Carmelite, England, July 16, 1251). The scapular 
itself consists of two small pieces of cloth joined by strings and 
worn over the shoulders, a miniature element of the Carmelite 
habit. For centuries, it has been one of the most popular Marian 
devotions, second only to the Rosary. As a sacramental it has been 
enriched by the Church with many spiritual benefits. As the late 
Bishop Fulton Sheen said, “The scapular bears a double witness: 
to Mary’s protection against the ravages of the flesh occasioned by 
the fall and to Mary’s influence as Mediatrix of Graces, who cov-
ers our souls with the richness of her Son’s Redemption.” 
* “To gain a plenary indulgence, in addition to excluding all attachment to sin, even ve-
nial sin, it is necessary to perform the indulgenced work and fulfill the following three 
conditions: sacramental confession, Eucharistic Communion, and prayer for the inten-
tion of the Sovereign Pontiff. . . . The three conditions may be fulfilled several days be-
fore or after the performance of the prescribed work; it is, however, fitting that Com-
munion be received and the prayer for the intention of the Holy Father be said on the 
same day the work is performed.”  Manual of Indulgences, USCCB.
