W Next week, beginning Tuesday, August 16t thousands

""" IMadrid, Spain for World Youth Day—“WYD”. An-
nounced by Pope (now Blessed) John Paul II in 1984 and held in
different countries every few years since, WYD invites the youth
of the world to join the Holy Father in a weeklong pilgrimage—a
spiritual journey—to enliven and deepen their faith in Jesus
Christ. In Madrid, each day includes a cultural program, but the
main events center on opportunities for prayer, the sacraments,
and growth in faith. Eight U.S. Bishops will lead English-language
catechetical sessions on three different days based on the theme
for this WYD: “Planted and built up in Jesus Christ, firm in the
faith” (Col.2:7). Most important of the scheduled events, however,
are those with Pope Benedict, culminating in Saturday night’s Eu-
charistic Adoration and Vigil, and closing Mass Sunday morning.

Discussing the theme and emphasizing the necessity of a
personal relationship with the living Christ, the Holy Father re-
cently previewed part of his message to the young people who will
participate in the upcoming WYD:

This time of youth is given to you by the Lord to enable you
to discover life’s meaning! It is a time of vast horizons, of
powerful emotions, but also a time of concern about de-
manding, long-term choices, a time of challenges in your
studies and in the workplace, a time of wondering about the
mystery of pain and suffering. . . .[Yet,] if you are rooted in
Christ, you will fully become the person you are meant to
be. . .. [W]alking by His side calls for commitment and per-
sonal sacrifice, but it is worth the effort. (Pope Benedict’s ad-

dress to Croatian youth, 6/4/2011, www.madrid1i1.com/en/press-office/
press-releases)

Among the nearly one million Catholic youth expected to
attend will be almost 400 from our local Arlington parishes, who
will join Bishop Loverde in Madrid. Tens of thousands of religious
have registered for WYD as well. Many of these are priests accom-
panying groups of young pilgrims, but also helping with the dis-
tribution of Communion and hearing Confessions at the Festival
of Forgiveness. Seminarians will attend in great numbers, too.

Make sure to look for sev-
eral faces familiar to St. Veronica—seminarians Joe Rampino and
Drew Haissig, and Second Grade teacher Marie Ann Garcia!

Please join me in praying for a safe and spiritually nourish-
ing pilgrimage for all those from our Diocese journeying to Ma-
drid to celebrate unity with our Holy Father and the universal
Church.

Whatis YouCat ?

Answer: It’s a pocket-sized youth catechism produced for World Youth Day. The Vatican expects
to distribute over 700,000 copies to the young pilgrims attending World Youth Day in Madrid. It
has been printed in a dozen different languages.

Below is an excerpt from the forward to YouCat written by Pope Benedict XVI:

So I invite you: study this catechism! That is my heartfelt desire. This catechism was not
written to please you. It will not make life easy for you, because it demands of you a new
life. It places before you the Gospel messages as the “pearl of great value” (Mt. 13:46) for
which you must give everything. So I beg you: study this Catechism with passion and
perseverance. Make a sacrifice of your time for it! Study in the quiet of your room; read
it with a friend; form study groups and networks; share with each other on the internet.
By all means, continue to talk with each other about your faith.

You need to know what you believe. You need to know your faith with that same preci-
sion with which an IT specialist knows the inner workings of a computer. You need to
understand it like a good musician knows the piece he is playing. Yes, you need to be
more deeply rooted in the faith than the generation of your parents so that you can en-
gage the challenges and temptations of this time with strength and determination. You
need God’s help if your faith is not going to dry up like a dewdrop in the sun, if you want
to resist the blandishments of consumerism, if your love is not to drown in pornography,
if you are not going to betray the weak and leave the vulnerable helpless.

If you are now going to apply yourselves zealously to the study of the catechism, I want
to give you one last thing to accompany you; you all know how deeply the community of
faith has been wounded recently through the attacks of the evil one, through the pene-
tration of sin itself into the interior, yes, into the heart of the church. Do not make that
an excuse to flee from the face of God! You, yourselves are the Body of Christ, the
Church! Bring the undiminished fire of your love into this Church, whose countenance
has so often been disfigured by man. “Never flag in zeal: be aglow with the Spirit: serve
the Lord!” (Rom. 12:11) When Israel was at the lowest point in their history, God called
for help, not from the great and honored ones of Israel, but from a young man by the
name of Jeremiah. Jeremiah felt overwhelmed: “Ah, Lord God! Behold, I do not know
how to speak, for I am only a youth!” (Jer. 1:6). But God was not to be deterred: “Do not
say, T am only a youth’; for to all to whom I send you you shall go, and whatever I com-
mand you you shall speak.” (Jer. 1:7)
