The Twelve Days of Christmas

Many people celebrate Christmas during the Advent season.
The Christmas season, however, actuallybegins on Christmas.
This is the first of the “twelve days of Christmas” captured in the
familiar carol —from Christ’'s birth until January 6 t™, the tradi-
tional observance of the end of the Wise Men’s journey, the
Epiphany. (In the U.S., Epiphany is transferred to the first Sun-
day after the first Saturday in January, which is January 8t this
year.) Another way to view the verses of this repetitive, but melo-
dious Christmas song, is as a symbolic summary of the Catechism
and a way of teaching children the Faith. Attributing Christian
meaning to this popular seasonal song helps to deepen our under-
standing of the gift Our Lord’s Nativity and to remind us that our
Christmas celebration does not end, but just begins on
Christmas Day.
